Country-specific conditions

In addition to the eligibility requirements, candidates from Bangladesh must also meet the following conditions:

- Group A: Cadre Officials from the Government of Bangladesh, officials of the Bangladesh Bank, and Judicial Services
officials

- Group B: Workers from development organisations, particularly non-government organisations, civil society
organisations, or community-based organisations

- Group C: Enirepreneurs or employees of private sector organisations

However, if offered an Australia Awards Scholarship, these
applicants must meet general English proficiency requirement o receive the scholarship.

Qualifications / work experience

> Preference will be given to candidates who are applying for courses that build on their previous study and full-lime
relevant work experience of three years.

> Have completed a tertiary level qualification that is at least equivalent to an Australian Bachelor’'s degree.
- For applicants who completed all their degrees in Bangladesh: at least one degree must be from a university
recognised by the University Grants Commission (Bangladesh).
Special condition
> The Program will request recognition of prior learning for all scholarship recipients from Bangladesh. If this request is
granted, the recipient may be placed in a degree program that may be shorter in duration than their original preference.
